They live happily ever after.

ProLogue 
Our story begins at the castle of King Florestan and his Queen, as they celebrate the joyful arrival of their

baby Aurora. Fairies arrive to bless and bestow the gifts of Beauty, Generosity, Charm, Song, and
Temperament upon the child. But the celebration takes a turn when the evil fairy Carabosse arrives with

her Monsters, after realizing that she was mistakenly uninvited. Carabosse, angry with the King and
Queen for the embarrassment of being forgotten, curses Aurora to die by a spindle prick 

on her 16th birthday. Luckily, the all-powerful Lilac Fairy is able to soften the curse: 
Aurora will sleep until awakened by true love’s kiss. 

ACT i
On Aurora’s 16th birthday, the kingdom gathers together in joyful celebration. Aurora dances with her
